Preparation instructions:  
1. Preheat the oven to 375 degrees. 
2. Stir the cookie mix with 1/3 cup of oil and 1 

egg until medium soft dough forms.  
3. Shape dough into 36 balls one inch each.  
4. Place 2 inches apart on ungreased cooking 

sheet flatten in crisscross pattern with fork.  
5. Bake as directed (8-10 minutes) on the char t 

or until edges begin to brown. C ool 2 minutes 
before removing from the cookie sheet - Store 
in an air tight container.
